A New Family 

When we are adopted by God we 
enjoy new privileges 

1. Legal Rights - Under Roman law, 
if you were an adopted son, you 
had identical legal rights to a 
son born naturally in the family. 
An adopted son had the right to 
the family name of the person 
who adopted him and the right 
to an inheritance of the father’s 
property. 

2. We have a new Father - God is 
NOT a Dead-beat Dad.  He 
provides for His Children.  He is 
present with his kids - always. 

3. We are forgiven and loved. We 
have been bought back - by 
Jesus.  He paid the price for our 
sin. God is not mad at us. God 
forgives us and loves us and 
wants us to come to Him - with 
everything. 
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They have to obey their guardians until they reach 
whatever age their father set. And that’s the way it was 
with us before Christ came. We were like children; we 
were slaves to the basic spiritual principles of this 
world. 

But when the right time came, God sent his Son, born 
of a woman, subject to the law. God sent him to buy 
freedom for us who were slaves to the law, so that he 
could adopt us as his very own children. And because 
we are his children, God has sent the Spirit of his Son 
into our hearts, prompting us to call out, “Abba, Father.” 
Now you are no longer a slave but God’s own child. 
And since you are his child, God has made you his 
heir." (Galatians 4: 1-7 NLT) 

"See how very much our Father loves us, for he calls us 
his children, and that is what we are! But the people 
who belong to this world 
don’t recognize that we 
are God’s children 
because they don’t know 
him.  Dear friends, we are 
already God’s children, 
but he has not yet shown 
us what we will be like 
when Christ appears. But 
we do know that we will 
be like him, for we will see 
him as he really is. And all 
who have this eager 
expectation will keep themselves pure, just as he is 
pure." (1 John 3:1-3 NLT)
